Digital resources available
in different formats — text, audio as well as video have become popular due to inaccessi-
bility or limited accessibility to print resources during the lockdown. E-books and e-
magazines available in pdf format have seen a sharp upward trend.

To cope up with the increasing demand for electronic resources, the library has updated
its E-Resources webpage on the library website. The E-Resources page provides informa-
tion and links to subscribed as well as open access resources.

This programme gives access to more
than 6,000+ e-journals and more than 1,99,500+ ebooks under N-LIST and 6,00,000 ebooks through NDLI as
mentioned on the N-LIST Website.

It covers subject areas like humanities, social sciences, physical sciences, chemical sciences, biological sciences, medical sci-
ences, mathematical sciences, law, history, political sciences, linguistics, literature, to mention a few.
