All through my second year, 
I utilised N-LIST as much as I could. Now that 
I am in my third year, I still find myself turn-
ing to N-LIST for almost anything I would like 
to research on or simply read about. 
 
To everyone reading this, if you haven’t yet 
registered to obtain this access, I would 
highly recommend that you do so quickly, so 
that you don’t miss out on the vast amount of 
knowledge that this website provides us with, 
that too free of cost. The best part about this 
is that your access is valid until you’re a stu-
dent of this college, so make sure you make 
the most out of it!
